The University of Ni$ will take a significant part in the Central Celebration of 1700 years
of the Edict of Milan, which shall be held in Nis, in June 2013.

President of the Wentworth Institute of Technology in Boston

Diplomas obtained at the University of Nis represent an excellent foundation for professional development and career
advancement in the world, Prof. Dr. Zorica Panti¢, President of the Wentworth Institute of Technology in Boston,
stressed on the occasion of founding the Alumni Center of this major higher-education institution in Nis,

The alumna of the University of Nis, professor Panti¢, stressed that her position of a first woman president of a
technical college in the U.S. she owes to her education, from a graduate engineer through M.Sc. to a Ph.D. degree,
as well as to the experience gained at the Faculty of Electronic Engineering in Nis. Being aware of the quality of the
personnel working at the Faculty she initially came from, the President of the Wentworth Institute of Technology in
Boston expressed the hope that many more quality-driven professionals and scientists from the University of Nis,
with their work and results, will continue to spread the University's name and reputation around the world.

Professor Panti¢ pointed out that the students and staff of the University should have in mind that their
higher education institution is of extremely high quality, and that all of them need to collaborate towards its
ever-greater recognition, which could be significantly helped by the experience and authority of the former
students gathered around the Alumni organization.

Prof. Dr. Zorica Pantic graduated in 1975 from the Faculty of Electronics in Nis, where she also received her
M.Sc. degree in1978 and a Ph.D. in 1982.

During her 30 years in academia, which includes more than 10 years of academic administration experience,
Dr. Panti¢ has been an agent of change and a champion for excellence and diversity.

As the director of the School of Engineering at San Francisco State University (SFSU) from 1997-2001, she
increased the quality, size, and visibility of the programs that resulted in their ranking among the top 50 un-
dergraduate engineering programs for the first time in SFSU history.

As the founding dean of the College of Engineering at the University of Texas at San Antonio (2001-2005),
she spearheaded the institution’s efforts to become a flagship university in the state of Texas and a top-tier
research university in the U.S.

In 2005, Dr. Zorica Panti¢ became the fourth, and first female,
president in Wentworth’s century-long history and the first female
engineer to lead an institute of technology in the United States.
